In addition,
these past few months have

been lled with progress on our
new, larger handicap-accessible
House that is scheduled to reach
completion next year.

We broke ground on our new House on June 9; a
proud and memorable day in Ronald McDonald
House history! Since the groundbreaking, the
building foundation has been set and the metal
framework has been completed. Construction of
the outer walls is next.

We were able to start building our new House because
of the generous donations we have received from local
and regional businesses, organizations, foundations
and community members. Without their support we
would not be where we are today.

With less than $700,000 needed to reach our $6 million
goal, we have moved into the community phase of the
project and are asking potential donors to join us and
help reach our goal to open the doors to the new House.
